TEXTBOOK/TECHNOLOGY USAGE

· Students will use computer programs MobyMax.com, Duolingo, and Readworks.org to enhance English language skills.

· Students are expected to treat the laptops and iPads respectfully.

· If a student breaks or harms a laptop or iPad, they will be fined and banned from using technology in CMS.

CLASSROOM PROCEDURES

· Come to class prepared.

· Sit in your assigned seat upon entering the classroom.

· Sharpen your pencil before class begins.

· You are required to be in your seat quietly before the bell rings and working on your daily “Warm-Up” and ready to receive a raffle ticket.

· Raffle tickets will be handed out for good behavior.  If you receive 12 tickets, you will receive a reward.
